When 
a patient has 
glaucoma, the 
fluid inside 
the eye builds, 
causing intense 
pressure that can destroy the optic 
nerve, thus resulting in permanent 
vision loss. Early detection is key to 
minimizing vision loss and effectively 
treating glaucoma.

Macular Degeneration
and Diabetic Retinopathy
Macular Degeneration and Diabetic 
Retinopathy are both diseases that 
adversely affect the tiny blood 
vessels in the retina, or back of the 
eye. In the early stages of both these 
diseases, most patients experience 
no symptoms. However, if the blood 
vessels are left untreated, they can 
cause significant vision loss and 
even blindness. Early intervention 
can make a profound difference in 
successfully treating patients with these 
vision-threatening eye conditions.

Cataracts
If you’re having difficulty seeing 

clearly, or if you notice a glare or  
haze around lights, particularly 
at night, you may not need just a new 

glasses prescription—you may have 
cataracts. Cataracts form when the 
lens in the front of the eye becomes 
cloudy, which makes it increasingly 
difficult to see. Cataracts can develop 

in patients as 
young as 50, 
and when they 
significantly 
interfere with 
vision, cataracts 
need to be 
removed.  

Other 
Diseases
Eyes are 

sometimes called the “windows of the 
soul,” but they are also windows into 
the state of your overall health as well. 
When you have a dilated eye exam, 
doctors often can identify other health 
issues that you need to address and 
treat. Medical conditions such as high 
blood pressure and high cholesterol, 
diabetes, cancer, and muscular 
dystrophy are routinely discovered 
through eye evaluations.
